within the Industrial Port including
employees,  visitors,  suppliers,
contractors, and vessels crew.

e Improve the security skills and
awareness of the Industrial Port and
the berthed ship.

e Prepare response measures for
emergencies related to potential
security incidents.

This is achieved through:

e Industrial Port Security Assessment
and Security Plan (PFSP).

e Comprehensive training for all JIPC
personnel.
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e Conducting of security drills.

e Effectively enhance security
awareness among JIPC employees.

e Regular documented reviews and
internal audits of security procedures
and plans, to allow for constant
updates and improvement to the plan.

All persons present within the industrial
port facilities are expected to comply
with the procedures required within the
Port Security Plan, and to be aware of
the relevant security duties required of
them and the measures required to
protect lives and property from any
illegal act.
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
